Orientation for Week 1
 
We have focused in on the difference between inward time and the time of the temporal order: the time that is conducted into being and according to which we live our lives. In the temporal order, time is measured out, and we deal in deadlines, memories, causes and conditions, and regrets. In the realm of inward time, we engage the aliveness of conducting itself. There is an ever-available newness, an always arriving forgiveness. To use some of the language from the last page of the previous reading, toward which Caroline’s post directed us, in the aliveness of inner time, we cherish and inhabit fully, we care and direct our caring, appreciate and discipline our appreciation, we love and awaken to the always ‘prior’ unknown.
 
We start this new session with a continued exploration of the aliveness of time—the dynamic of transformation—as a “program for inquiry.” On the one hand, there is the dynamic of change, on the other hand we impose “our own dynamic” of definition and construction. How do these dynamics interact? How does the interaction as it ordinarily takes form leave us feeling stuck and limited, always subject to suffering? Can the dynamic of definition and construction serve as a gateway into a way of being that challenges what has been defined and constructed?
